comments from the most recent par-
ent survey. 

  
The major reasons for any discus-
sion of chapel changes were: (1) 
dividing up chapels so that the les-
son messages can be more age ap-
propriate, and (2) Response to the 
school’s accreditation report from the 
Southwestern Association of Episco-
pal Schools to “give careful consid-
eration to the future needs of provid-
ing meaningful worship as the stu-
dent body exceeds the seating ca-
pacity of the church” and “increasing 
the frequency of celebrations of the 
Holy Eucharist.” Another portion of 
this report suggested that the school 
“...consider separating by divisions 
for two chapels a day in the church 
or alternating divisions each day in 
the church while providing occasions 
when the whole school meets in the 
Family Life Center [gym].” 
 
A second meeting was held on June 
29 of a committee selected from

those who had attended the 
spring meeting. Father 
Frankie was in attendance 
at both of these meeting. 
After much discussion and 
debating of pros and cons, 
a chapel schedule was de-
cided upon that will accom-
modate those who desire 
an All-School chapel, a 
chapel experience more 
than once a week or month 
(as is the case with most 
parochial schools) and a 
chapel by divisions that will 

focus a message geared for 
the age of the student. The 
following is the new weekly 
schedule:

Tuesday-3-5 in Sanctuary 
Wednesday-PK-2 in Sanc-

Two special chapels will 
start off the new school 
year. Matriculation Chapel, 
which will be held on Au-
gust 31, is a chapel that 
welcomes all new students 
into the body of the school. 
Each new (matriculating) 
student will come forward 

at this 
chapel and 
sign the Ma-
triculation 

Book, which 
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Matriculation and Grandparents’ Day Chapels 

contains the signatures of 
all students who have ma-
triculated before them. 
This permanent record 
becomes a tangible docu-
ment that formally ac-
knowledges the student as 
a member of the Calvary 
family. In honor of these 
students, all students will 
be required to wear Dress 
Uniforms. So that we can 
accommodate the number 
of new students that will 

matriculate, the service will 
be held in the gym.

chapel, which will be held 
on the Friday before 
Grandparents Day Sun-

day, Sep. 8 in the after-
noon at 2. It will also be in 
the gym in order to accom-
modate the number of 
guests that we have.  
 
Students are urged to in-
vite grandparents or any-
one who is special to them 
to join us for a chapel ser-
vice that has become a 
favorite with everyone. 
 

I once heard a minister at a 
retreat share, “What’s your 
earliest memory of 
‘Church’?” His answer 
struck me profoundly as the 
question continues to chal-
lenge me today. His an-
swer—“Everything was 
sideways.” He went on to 
explain that the reason eve-
rything was sideways was 
because his earliest church 
memory was of him lying in 
the pew with his head on 
his momma’s lap. What a 
wonderful image! 
That question continues to 
fuel my ministry as the chief 
liturgist for Calvary Episco-

pal Church and School. The 
primary purpose of our 
chapel services is to wor-
ship God through Jesus 
Christ in the power of the 
Holy Spirit. The other pur-
poses are about creating an 
environment that will hope-
fully make a lasting mark on 
the students who attend 
Calvary. 
 
To that end, I believe that 
providing chapel services 
that are more age appropri-
ate in teaching and in song 
will be more intentional in 
reaching our students with 
the Gospel of Jesus Christ. 

It is difficult to present a 
“sermon” that reaches 4 
year olds through 18 year 
olds in a way that speaks to 
them in a contemporary 
voice, that speaks to them 
where they are in life and 
with what is going on in 
their lives. These age-
appropriate chapel services 
will enhance their “church 
memories.” 
 
Frankly, I believe, as many 
of you do, that daily all-
school chapel services are 
an incredible start of the 
day. I believe, as most of 
you do, too, that worship is 

enhanced in the sanctuary 
as opposed to the gymna-
sium. Because of the size 
of the student body, to have 
both is impractical at this 
point. 
 
So I believe the Lord God 
has given us an opportu-
nity. It is an opportunity to 
get even more students 
involved and to worship in 
ways that are more mean-
ingful to them. Before pass-
ing final judgment, I invite 
you to come and join us 
also in the chapels in which 
your child is not participat-
ing. See the depth of the 
liturgy as it moves your 
child toward a place closer 
to God. And be blessed! 

Middle School has created 
an activity period with small 
discussion groups that will 
focus on topics of interest to 
middle school needs espe-
cially related to character 
and moral development and 
decision making.

assignments, forms, and 
upcoming events.  The 
new teacher web pages 
are a wonderful source 
for information, docu-
ments, interesting links, 
and the latest classroom 

news. 

In addition, we are now 
offering a fantastic new 
feature for parents and 
students.  When you log 
in to Edline, you can click 
on your child’s “combined 
calendar,” which has ALL 
of the homework assign-
ments, field trips, dead-
lines, and calendar items 
on one calendar, specific 
to your child’s 
classes!  It’s a stream-
lined, easy to use, all-in-
one calendar that gives 
you all calendar informa-
tion in one place.

The first week of school is 
a time when anxious stu-
dents (and parents) return 
to the routine of school 
with so many things on 
their minds that it is al-
ways good to review the 
rules as well as provide 
updates on any new infor-
mation. Drop off and pick 
up are always areas of 
concern for schools, as 
the students’ safety is of 
such critical importance.  
 
Beginning Monday, the 
gates on Travis and Aus-
tin Streets will be locked 
in the morning. This will 
help school personnel get 
all students into a super-
vised area. Students 
should be dropped off at 
the parish hall door at the 

covered walkway on Aus-
tin Street, or in the circu-
lar drive on Travis Street. 
Students cannot be 
dropped off before 
7:15am.  
 
There are 
three areas for 
pick up. Stu-
dents in grades 
PK-5 are picked up 
in the circular drive 
on Travis Street.  
Students in grades 6 and 
up and mixed carpools of 
lower and middle/upper 
school students are dis-
missed from the parish 
hall on Austin Street. We 
ask that all parents dis-
play their carpool tags on 
the rear view mirror so 
that those who are super-

vising carpool can see 
your number as you ap-
proach. 
 

Parents who do 
not want to pick 

up their child in 
carpool may 

also go to 
the walk up 
area, which 
is outside 

of the gym 
doors. Parents should 
bring car tags with them 
to the walk up area for 
security reasons.  
 
Driver Safety and the 
New Laws 
Parents should be aware 
of two new laws go into 
effect September 1. Driv-
ers in school zones 

(which are all around the 
Calvary campus) may not 
use their cell phones 
when driving up to pick up 
children. Signs will soon 
be posted  around the 
campus.  Also, children 
under the age of 8 must 
be in an approved chil-
dren’s booster seat 
unless they are over the 
height of 4’9”.  
 
Parents should also be 
reminded that the streets 
around Calvary are 
school zones with a 20 
mph speed limit. Drivers 
should not make u-turns 
in the middle of the street 
when coming to pick up 
or drop off their child. 
Let’s all make our stu-
dent’s safety Priority 
One! 

Student Health and the Flu 

As schools open, all eyes are on the 
reports that the H1N1 virus will be 
revisiting. Everyone who is in high 
population areas, like schools, of-
fices, churches, shopping malls, etc. 
can be exposed if there is someone 
in that group that is infected.  
 
We continue to remind stu-
dents to wash hands, keep 
hands away from mouths 
and noses and sneeze and 
cough into sleeves rather 
than hands.  
 
Additionally, Calvary 
has met with our night 
cleaning crew, who assures 
us that desks and other student 
areas are being cleaned with disin-
fectants each evening.    
 
We also remind parents that stu-
dents should not be sent to school 
when a child has fever, and should 

not return until twenty-four hours 
after the temperature has returned 
to normal. Parents should notify the 
nurse  if their child has been diag-
nosed with any communicable dis-
ease.  
 

Calvary is a member of the Fort 
Bend Emergency Manage-
ment team and receives all 
updates and follows all guide-
lines from the Fort Bend 
County Health Department, 
the Texas Department of 
Health and the US Center 

for Disease Control.  
 
All parents are required 

to fill out a new “Emergency 
Medical Form” each year for every 
child in the family. This is to ensure 
that all emergency numbers are 
correct. This also serves as a con-
sent for your child to receive cough 
drops, Benedryl Cream or Tums

New Curriculum 
CECP is entering its 4th 
year and has continually 
evaluated the curriculum 
in order to best meet the 
needs of the students. 
This year, a new curricu-

lum is being intro-
duced to 9th-11th 
graders. Educa-
tion2020 is an on-
line comprehen-
sive curriculum 
that incorporates 
streaming lec-
tures, virtual labs, 
PowerPoint pres-
entations, pod 
casts, research 
and literary analy-
sis. Beyond the 
core curriculum, 

our incredible staff 
enhances the standards 
with writing workshops, 
live debate trials, re-
search papers, dialectical 
notebooks, history com-
ing alive, science labs 
with dissections, calcula-
tor class and math labs. 
This year will prove to be 
invigorating with an 
amazing groups of stu-
dents, once again, and an 
incredible marriage of 
great teaching, advanced 
technology, and collabo-
